	Cowan’s Camp Section 106 application
	

	
	Cllr Bush commented that the calculations for Section 106 money are effectively the same as those for Knapp’s Field.  Cllr Nodder noted that Mark Doodes had informed her that Cowan’s Camp Section 106 contribution would be calculated on the basis of 327 new residents.  Cllr Holman reported that Mark Doodes had indicated that the layout of the development could be altered to allow 1.5 ha to be available to WPC as land.  Cllr Holman had suggested that this amount of land was insufficient for recreational purposes.
Cllr Holman informed the Council that quotes were being sought for improved drainage on the recreation ground and “astroturf” (with a 10 year lifespan and maintenance).  She indicated an estimate of £500,000 for the “astroturf” alone.  Cllr Bush noted Sport England suggest a figure of £680,000 for a full size football pitch.  Cllr Holman was also seeking quotes for similar playground flooring to that which has just been installed at Watchfield School.  Cllr Bush commented that the existing play area space is too small to provide the needs of the additional houses and that an agreement should be made for some play equipment on Cowan’s Camp.  Cllr Holman explained that WPC was obtaining quotes so that it can decide what it would like to do and what it will cost.  Cllr Nodder noted she had 25 ideas from residents so far on amenities/improvements that could be purchased with Section 106 money. 

Cllr Holman reported that she had met with Thames Water regarding the proposed new sewer from Knapp’s Field to the High Street.  She reported that TW are proposing to run it across the recreation field and down the gravel lane or possibly directly down the lane.
