Previous permission from 2005 expired. Since permission granted LP Part 1 approved, LP Part 2 nearing completion. Policies for non-coalition of villages and golf course not a development area. No consultation with golf club. Currently no residential facility in clubhouse. Precedent cannot be set for residential development – permanent conditions need to be imposed preventing further residential dwellings.  Council agree to respond with comment -no requirement for residency and if granted there needs to be a condition where no other residency can then be applied for on the Golf Course, Cllr SN to respond.
