

WESTMILL WIND FARM SURVEY

My name is TREVOR VIVIAN WHITE; I am a PhD Candidate from the University of South Australia in Adelaide Australia undertaking field data collection in both Australia and England associated with Wind Energy Projects.  I'd be most grateful if will you help my research by completing a 20 minute survey which will be delivered to each home in the area.
I have selected 4 Case Study locations (2 in South Australia and 2 in England) and the Westmill Wind Farm is one of the existing projects that have been selected in England. Of the 4 Case Study locations, two of the existing Wind Farms (1 in Australia and 1 in England) are 100% Community owned Wind Farms, whilst the remaining Wind Farms (1 in Australia and 1 in England) are the largest inland operating Wind Farms that are Corporate owned and operated.
The focus of my Research Thesis is to determine if ‘Community Ownership alters peoples attitudes to identified impacts that may be associated with Wind Energy Projects’, hence your participation in the Survey will play a pivotal role in reaching a conclusion after analysing the raw data collected through the Survey and other research methods listed below. 

From the time the Survey is delivered you will have a period of 7-10 days to complete the Survey, which can either be done, by completing the Hard Copy provided OR by using the following web link 
https://www.surveymonkey.com/r/unisaresearchquestionnaire which will direct you to an electronic version of the Questionnaire, which will be available on Survey Monkey. 

In addition to the Survey, which will be delivered to each household by the Researcher, each participant who completes the Survey (stage 1) will have the opportunity to indicate if they are also prepared to be involved in further stages 2 and 3 of my data collection.
STAGE 2 – Will be Focus Groups (small groups of 5 or 6 people) meeting in the Village Hall; and
STAGE 3 – Will be One on One Interviews, conducted with those who agree to participate, where your identity will be kept confidential and your will only ever be referred to in the body of the Thesis as Interviewee A, B C etc.
It is important to state, there is NO external organisation funding this study as all expenses associated with the data collection for this research is being funded by the Researcher.
