Still chasing OCC to enforce condition of bus shelter for Knapps & completion of tactile paving.
Unsure about position of railings in front of Queens Close. Currently WPC litter picker empties the ditch behind the barrier but should be a management company.  CA to find details of management companies for Queen’s Close, Knapp’s Meadow and Meadow View.
Club House on Golf course has approved planning to be refurbished with dwelling.

Cllr Y Constance reports on 32 applications to upgrade bi-ways on the ridgeway.  Council to investigate.
b) Land east of Highworth Road, Shrivenham
Exhibition today. CA to investigate legislation on whether speed limit is 20mph around a school.  Cllr SN to produce a draft response on car parking issues, highways issues, school, open Space.  Cllr SN to wait on County Cllr Y Constance response Thursday. 
c) New Eastern Villages (NEV) Transport Scheme
Includes A420/Gablecross junctions. Are not considering dualling as they say there is insufficient evidence that A420 requires improvement to deal with traffic from new developments. Apparently working with OCC on a joint ‘A420 Corridor Study’. Response – 2016 Hindhaugh Transport Assessment Assessment stated A420 was then at 75% capacity, without all the developments along the corridor in Kingston Bagpuize, Faringdon, Shrivenham, Watchfield etc and Eastern edge of Swindon. Concluded additional traffic effects caused would be severe under terms of the NPPF. Disingenuous sustainable links for pedestrians and cyclists within developments but not safe passage on A420.
