Electoral role currently being updated – asks the council to request residents to complete the electoral role information letters.  Next round of grants now open – New Home Bonus Scheme and Capital Grants. On Street parking enforcement now pushing forward.  Oxford to Cambridge expressway preferred option is corridor B, further consultation required VWHDC will keep the council informed.  On recycling matters cooking oil can now be recycled when put out with your food waste bin (inside the bin or outside in a plastic bottle).  Growth bid deal for Oxfordshire housing land supply progressing.

This money is to provide an additional pitch. There is not enough money, or room on the rec, to provide a full sized pitch for another sport and maintain our obligation to promote football. A petanque lane could be laid at the rear of the pavilion, adjacent to the existing path. A quote of £4,450.00 has been received for excavation, removal of spoil and laying according to British Petanque Society specifications. Therefore, we would need to use £995.84 of the remaining £45,447.31 left in the older children and adult equipment S106 pot. Council Agree.

Main project (clubroom, kitchen, storage, showers, outside space etc) £40,652.00. Additional: tables, chairs etc. £1,759.40, CCTV £3249, fridge freezer £200, induction hob £160. Already spent on heating and security lighting £4602.00, Defib £1147 (rec portion - Cap grant). This leaves a shortfall of £1176.16 to be funded by WPC. Council agree to this shortfall funding. Given the level of vandalism on the recreation ground, Cllr SN asks whether WPC want to forward fund the CCTV? Council agree to forward fund CCTV with signage.

Enhancing the fitness suite of equipment as previously discussed = £12,422.24 leaving £6338.71.  Council Agree to the spending.
