Member of the public has stated a bus stop flag and area of hard standing required on High Street at top of Squires Rd on grass verge. Bus does not always stop as opposite carriageway flag is not visible due to vegetation and ground has become slippery when waiting.  Cllr SN states that it is OCC and Stagecoach responsibility and therefore the council will raise the issue with OCC Cllr Yvonne Contance, and the clerk will contact the member of public with an update.
Member of the public would like to raise the question regarding what can be done about parking of trucks along Majors Rd.  The council has raised the issue with highways, police parking enforcement. VWHDC and OCC.  Cllr Ware reports civil parking enforcement is being investigated but this is a long process and will take years to implement.  The traffic police do not prioritise enforcement of double yellow lines.  Cllr JV has been investigating the situation and hopes that within a month the bus stop lining will be done, and this will hopefully discourage parking.  The member of the public would also like to bring up the increasing dog mess issue.
Cllr E Ware would like to mention LPP2 and welcomes responses.  Thames water will be working through Shrivenham now till November and therefore entrance and parking in Shrivenham will be problematic.    
Community/ festival grants are still available. Annual housing delivery test for Oxford has been met and we are hitting 6th in the country for reaching our housing target.  The Budget was approved and increased by £5.00 per household and to note car parking fees have not increased.  Fly-tippers in the area have been fined and prosecuted.  
Cllr SN notes the wording in the LPP2, the rewording has made some issues sound more lenient and this will be addressed on the agenda.
